** In keeping with the Directory For Masses With Children (Paragraph 43), some of the readings assigned to

the day have been changed when they appear “unsuited to the capacity of children.” Changes have been
made in the following occasions: Christmas, Easter, Body and Blood of Christ, 12th Sunday in Ordinary
Time, Transfiguration of the Lord, All Souls, Dedication of St. John Lateran.
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
